



Library Media Center


St. Gabriel library media center has a collection of over 14,500 books and 750 audio visual materials. Students visit the school media center weekly and check out books. Kindergarten checks out one book per week. Students in first through eighth grade check out two books per week. Chapter books or books for research projects may be kept out longer than a week. Students are required to pay for books that are lost or damaged. 


The media center uses the Alexandria Automated Library System. Students in third through eighth grades search for books using 12 computers located in the center of the media center. The computers are also used for research for class projects and using Successmaker to review math, reading, and spelling skills.


The library media center also has a television studio and newsroom. Each day at 8:00 students broadcast WSGS News which starts with prayers and the pledge followed by two news anchors with current news and two younger students with the weather. A PowerPoint program with upcoming school events runs on a loop throughout the day.


An interactive smart board, LCD projector, and computer are used with library skills instruction. Skills are taught in kindergarten through eighth grade.

  
The library media center also sponsors two Scholastic Book Fairs a year and the Outstanding Catholic Reader Program.
